The highlight of our season and what each contestant eagerly looks forward to is our annual Awards 

Ceremony and Banquet. Each year we award the contestants with all-around awards.  The awards consist of 

All-Around Championship saddles, buckles, tack and many other custom items. Individual Event winners are 

also awarded buckles and other championship items as the budget allows. Our ability to award more placings 

is contingent upon our annual budget. The generosity of our Sponsors is what allows us to provide more 

awards for more contestants.  

The organization strives to keep rodeo costs low so that it is affordable to as many in the community as 

possible. The contestants use this sponsorship program to help offset the cost of the quality awards LBYA 

distributes.
